They didn’t used to call him Pastor Joe. Detroit mafia used him to break people’s knees.
Now God works through him to break strongholds. Since someone shared the Gospel with him years ago.
He helps people break free from addictions of every kind. They listen to him because he understands.

He and his wife Karen have ministered to those often missed or shunned by the church through

he longed to be more effective in equipping people to minister to others. But how?

Three years ago John G. gave Joe a gift. He asked Joe a question that shook his world.
“Pastor Joe, who is discipling you?” As John walked Joe through “Destined”, Joe learned how to give the =~ _John, Pastor Joe

same gift to others. He asked them questions instead of just telling them. He taught them how to be

sure people really understand and apply what they are hearing. Soon he was mentoring 14 people a week.

Joe brought some of them to Maximizing Mentoring in Ludington last year. As he partners with a local church

he helps 16 leaders of “Life Support” to help others to recover from many addictions. But now Pastor Joe wants

to give these leaders a gift they can pass on to others. He wants us to help equip these 16 leaders with

“Maximizing Mentoring,” using “Destined.” This will help them ask questions, so they can integrate clear

convictions about Jesus into 12 step programs they’re using. Soon, those who were addicted will be equipped

to ask others if “they understand.” They will help others to be truly free. (See pg 2 for Joe’s note to you)

and people to accept the gift by honestly saying, “How can I, unless someone explains it to me?”
